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DY‘A MINUTES - BENSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING
CITY HALL

SEPTEMBER 22, 2025

The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Evenson. Members present: Jack
Evenson, Eric Payne, Nancy Maanum, Dan Enderson and Cherie Stielow. Members Absent: None. Also
present: City Clerk Valerie Alsaker, Director of Finance Lisa Kent, Public Works Director Jeff Reuss,
City Manager Matt Skaret, CEDA Representative Laura Mitteness, Police Chief Tan Hodge, C ity Attorney
Stephen Kowal, Laura Ostlie and Brady Panitzke with Bollig Engineering, Tom Schaffer & Martin
Bauman with USAquatics, JoEllen Lohn and Reed Anfinson. Telephonically: Hillary Tweed with CEDA.

The Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Mayor asked for any changes to the agenda. Insurance Liability Coverage Waiver and a
change order request for the Armory was added. It was moved by Payne, seconded by Maanum and
carried unanimously to approve the amended agenda.

The Mayor called for approval of the consent agenda. It was moved by Maanum and seconded by
Stielow and carried unanimously to approve the following items on the consent agenda:

Staff announcements: Skaret said Senator Amy Klobuchar and State Representative Paul
Anderson were in town yesterday to tour the MiniSota Museum. There were around 20 people there.

There was no one with unscheduled business.

Ostlie & Panitzke approached the Council. They are working on the lead line inventory for the
City. Ostlie said after the flint Michigan municipal water issue several years ago, the federal government
is mandating all municipal water lines across American be identified. There is money set aside for
replacement of lead lines. Last year interns for the City performed round one of the inventory process.
This year round two is being conducted by Bollig. There is a grant that 100% covers their work. She
asked Councilmembers to urge their neighbors to turn in their service line information. There will be
funding for public line replacement as well, so we want Benson to get in line as soon as possible. Panitzke
discussed the City of Benson and homeowner sides of the water service material. He went on to say he
worked with previous Public Works Director Elliot Nelson to identify lead pig tails in the system. He
said out of the 1,445 service connections in town, we only have about 125 left to identify. If we are
unable to get into these locations, we will have to pothole in the boulevard next to the water shut off and
this is messy and expensive. The City’s inventory will need to be submitted to the MN Department of
Health by October 13, 2025. The City will be responsible to update this list every year. Panitzke went on
to say digging to replace service lines will begin in 2027. He noted deadlines in March for the PPL and
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May for the IUP. There will be Bollig staff in town next week to work on the remaining 125 unknown
service line connections.

Skaret said there is an obtuse triangle parcel of land that the City owns at 9% St. N. and Oregon
Avenue. This piece of land is abutted to a homeowners piece of land, and their garage is located on our
parcel. The City’s parcel is small and has no public purpose. He went on to say he feels it makes sense to
transfer the property to JoEllen Lohn in some way. The Planning Commission recommended to City
Council they consider transferring the parcel to Lohn. Kowal said we cannot Jjust give the property to
Lohn, but must sell the lot to her. After discussion, it was moved by Maanum, seconded by Payne and
carried unanimously to sell the lot, parcel #23-0656-001, to JoEllen Lohn for $1.00.

Next Skaret discussed at the last City Council Meeting there was a request from the Benson Golf
Club for $60,000 to help defray expenditures next year. He said it is currently penciled into the 2026
budget. Skaret asked for Council feedback. After discussion, it was the consensus of the Council to leave
the budgeted amount in the 2026 budget, and City Council will make a final decision before the final
levy approval on December 15, 2025.

Schaffer and Bauman from USAquatics approached the Council. Shaffer said a couple months
ago he was on-line at a Council meeting, and he is here today to say they are ready to move forward with
the bidding process on the pool project. Shaffer said they are bidding re-plastering the main pool, paint
the shallow pool with epoxy paint, replace the gutter guards with structural PVC, big slide refurbishment,
repair tiles around the pool, eliminate tile swimming lanes, renovate filters, valve replacement and
replace the sand media and laterals in the filter. Bids are due October 16. Demolition will start this fall,
and he is aiming to have all the work done by Memorial Day 2026. After discussion, it was moved by
Enderson, seconded by Maanum and carried unanimously to approve the plans and specs, and approve
going out for bids.

Next Skaret presented a Grant Application and Outside Funding Request Policy. He said we will
come to the Council with grant project descriptions and City obligations that sometimes come with
grants. After discussion, it was moved by Enderson, seconded by Maanum and carried unanimously to
approve the policy as presented.

Hodge approached with the annual Towards Zero Death campaign. Hodge said we administer the
program for several local agencies. The campaign funds overtime for impaired driving, seatbelt
enforcement, speed and distracted driving enforcement. He went to inform the Council soon we will see
permanent electronic speed signs installed at the entrances coming in to town. MnDOT will be installing
them. After discussion, Councilmember Payne offered the following resolution:

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF AGREEMENT
(RESOLUTION 2025-25)

Be it resolved that the Benson Police Department enter into a grant agreement with the Minnesota
Department of Public Safety, for traffic safety enforcement projects during the period from October 1,
2025 through September 30, 2026.

The Benson Police Chief is hereby authorized to execute such agreements and amendments as are
necessary to implement the project on behalf of the Benson Police Department and to be the fiscal agent
and administer the grant.



Councilmember Stielow seconded the foregoing resolution and the following vote was recorded:
AYES: Evenson, Stielow, Payne, Enderson, Maanum. NAYES: None. Thereupon the Mayor declared
Resolution 2025-25 dully passed and adopted.

Skaret said the Western Prairie Waters Board is seeking someone to fill a vacancy on their board.
He said they meet quarterly. After discussion, it was moved by Maanum, seconded by Stielow and carried
unanimously to appoint Enderson to the Western Prairie Waters Tourism Board.

Skaret presented a mobile app citizens can down load called GoGov. This app adds another
means of communication to our repertoire to get information out to residents. There are several ways to
use this tool. It will cost $3,900 a year. If we chose to take advantage of other features in the future, it
will be at an additional cost. It was moved by Enderson, seconded by Payne and carried unanimously to
engage with the GoGov mobile app at the basic level.

It was moved by Maanum, seconded by Stielow and carried unanimously to approve the bills and
warrants in the amount of $1,996,082.70.

Skaret said at the last Council meeting, we saw the proposed 2026 levy at 22.29%. A large
portion of that is the debt service on the bond Council approved earlier this year. He said he hopes the
final levy in December will come in lower. He reviewed residential impacts based on property values.
Future projects were discussed. After discussion, Councilmember Maanum offered the following
resolution:

Councilmember Payne seconded the foregoing resolution and the following vote was recorded:
AYES: Evenson, Stielow, Payne, Enderson, Maanum. NAYES: None. Thereupon the Mayor declared
Resolution 2025-24 duly passed and adopted.

Tweed addressed the Council with a change order for the Armory project. She said while working
on the kitchen pass-through and entrance to the kitchen, Marcus construction discovered the clay on the
wall is too brittle and there is not enough support to hold up the materials in these areas, and it will need
bracing that runs floor to ceiling. Cost of the custom steel order will be $7,500, cost for Marcus to install
itis $5,100, and a construction management fee of $1,260. She said Engan Associates and Marcus
Construction met and agreed this support is crucial. She said we have currently used $49,831.10 in
contingency on the project. Even though we do not have the official change order in front of us today,
Marcus is asking for approval to move forward with having the steel fabricated as there is a week lead
time on this product. It was then moved by Enderson, seconded by Maanum and carried unanimously to
approve the cost of change order #6 in the amount of $13,860.00.

Skaret presented the annual Liability Coverage Waiver Form from the League of Minnesota
Cities Insurance Trust. There is a statutory tort limit for liability for cities that purchase liability insurance
from them. We have the option to waive the limit and purchase a higher liability policy from them. After
discussion it was moved by Enderson, seconded by Stielow and carried unanimously to not waive the
monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minn. Stat. §466.04.



City Manager Report:

* Skaret thanked everyone who attended the Strategic Planning and will receive a summary of the event
and send it out once he receives it.

* He said he recently met with Bolton & Menk and we need to decide on the color to paint the water
tower. He said it might be good to paint the bottom a dark color so the dirt doesn’t show as much.

* He said there will be a temporary water shut off on Wednesday of this week. Those effected have been
notified.

* Skaret said there is a 10 year street/infrastructure plan in the works that runs through 2037. Our debt
limits by law for street project borrowing was discussed along with assessments.

* He said we had a meeting with AE2S who is creating a master plan for our wastewater treatment plant.
We know we will need a major renovation or a new plant based on mandates coming from the State.

* There will be an Armory Committee meeting tomorrow to start ironing out policies for using the
Armory.

* ScandiHaven is having an “October Fest” Wednesday to include bingo.

* LELS negotiations were held recently and we have a preliminary agreement.

There being no further business to come before the Council a motion was made by Maanum,
seconded by Payne and carried unanimously to adjourn the Council meeting at 7:02 p.m.

Benson City Cemetery Board Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 12:00 P.M.

't was moved by Rohloff, seconded by Zniewski and carried unanimously to approve the November 18, 2024 Cemetery
Board minutes.

First was discussion on stone restoration in the Cemetery. Alsaker said three years ago, we had a list of work for Rausch
Brothers, who usually work on this with us, and they were able to complete about half of the work. Two years ago they
agreed to stone work. Half way through the summer they said they were unable to do the work. This year we did not do
any stone repairs. In August the Cemetery Board walked through the Cemetery with Staton and made a list of stones
needing work. Nelson advised the board the City crews would be able to do some of the work. Alsaker stated she
reached out to Rausch Brothers about work for 2025 hoping to get on their list early. She has not heard back from them
after contacting them two times. Zniewski said he talked to Mary at Rausch Brothers, and had not had a call back, but he
said he will continue to contact them and let Alsaker know. Staton said she reached out to several companies. She
provided a list of her contacts and said some were interested and some said no. Most of the companies are 2-3 hours
away. Staff will continue to look for someone to repair the stones. There is a current budget of $9,675 for repairs.

Next Nelson offered some minor policy changes. The first was to change the columbarium builder as the stone engraver
for the columbarium, to a city contracted engraver. The next set of changes addressed the size of a monument thatis
allowed for a grave site. He is asking to move away from dimensions and say the monument base must fit within the
space allotted. Most of our grave lots in the Cemetery are 4’ wide x 12’ long, designating a 2’ space at each end for
markers. The main monument is always on the west end of the grave. The edges of the base can up to the edge of the
grave lot. Not all graves are 4’ wide. The east end of the space can only be for flat stones. Some graves are 10’ long. On
these lots, the marker cannot go in until the vault is in the ground first. In the flat stone area, the stone can be on either
the east or west end of the grave. After further discussion, it was moved by Nicholas, seconded by Rohloff and carried
unanimously to approve the changes to the Benson Cemetery policies as presented, and recommend these changes to
the Benson City Council.

Staton presented a picture of the fence on the west side of the cemetery, showing where a vehicle went off the road,
and ran into it, causing damage to the chain link fence. She discovered it when she was conducting snow removal on the
walking path next to the fence. She said she called law enforcement, but it might be difficult to find out who is
responsible for the damages. Fence repairs was discussed.

Alsaker said Rohloff is at the end of the second consecutive term on the Cemetery Board, and must take a year off from
serving on the board. He can re-apply in one year if he wishes to serve again. She asked the board to keep look out for
new board members, and that this board when filled has five members.



Alsaker stated Nelson has been an interim Public Works Director. The City has hired his replacement and he will not be
attending meetings any longer. He said he would be willing to remain on the Cemetery Board as an ex-officio member. if

was moved by Rohloff, seconded by Nicholas and carried unanimously to include Nelson in the future as an ex-officio
member of the Benson Cemetery Board.

There being no other business, it was moved by Rohioff, seconded by Zniewski and carried unanimously to adjourn the
meeting at 12:31 p.m.

Background

The water treatment plant by the golf course does not have any emergency backup power. In planning
for next year’s shut down of the water tower for roughly 4 months staff recommends that we should
have an alternate power back up source. If something were to happen causing the plant to lose power
we have roughly 15 min to get power back to the water plant before we would lose pressure to the
entire system and have to issue a boiling water order. This becomes a huge safety factor for our water
supply to the town. To remedy this problem staff recommends installing a transition transfer switch
which would automatically start a generator and keep the plant powered during a power outage. This
switch can be installed by the city electrical staff. The lead time to receive this switch is 13-15 weeks.

Also, | am looking into pricing a generator either to rent or buy to have at the water plant during the
construction phase of the water tower. More to come on this as | have no price quotes back at the time
of this memo.

After many conversations with Keagan and John from the Electrical Department it has been determined
that to install the transition switch we will need to build a 12x12 concrete pad to accommodate a CT
cabinet. The CT cabinet is the meter reading cabinet for the plant. The entire electrical service gear will
also need to run through this cabinet. The CT cabinet will sit on the concrete pad along with the
generator and the transition switch mounted next to it. The approximate cost of adding the concrete
pad with staff doing the work yet this fall is approximately $5,500.

City staff to do
the concrete pad $5,500. Total = $19,790.
