The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Collins. Members present: Terri Collins,
Jack Evenson, Mark Schreck. Members present telephonically: Jon Buyck & Lucas Olson. Members
Absent: None. Also present: City Manager Rob Wolfington, Director of Finance Glen Pederson and
Hiilary Tweed from CEDA. Attending telephonically are Public Works Director Dan Gens, Dan
Enderson & Melissa Thompson from Swift County-Benson Healthservices and Reed Anfinson.

The Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Mayor asked for any changes to the agenda to which there was none. It was moved by
Evenson, seconded by Schreck and carried unanimously to approve the agenda as presented.

It was moved by Schreck, seconded by Evenson and carried unanimously to approve the
following items on the consent agenda:

The Mayor asked for anyone with unscheduled business to which there was none.

Enderson and Thompson discussed the Hospital is applying for the second round of PPP Covid-
19 relief loans. They have consulted with their accountants and CentraCare. It is in the hospital’s By-laws
that any loan over $50,000 must be approved by the City Council and the Swift County Commissioners.
After discussion, Councilmember Olson offered the following resolution:

BENSON CITY COUNCIL

(RESOLUTIUON 2021-05)

WHEREAS, Swift County — Benson Hospital (“SCBH”) has the opportunity to make an
application, through the Coop Credit Union of Montevideo, Benson Branch, for an additional loan under the
Small Business Administration Paycheck Protection Program (“PPP”); in the amount of $1,311,037.00;
and,



WHEREAS, Acceptance by SCBH of this PPP loan, if approved, requires the approval of the
Benson City Council and of the Swift County Board,;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the approval of this council is
hereby given for Swift County — Benson Hospital to accept a loan under the Small Business
Administration Paycheck Protection Program (“PPP”) through the Coop Credit Union of Montevideo in
the amount of $1,311,037.00 in the event that its application for said loan is approved by the Small
Business Administration.

Councilmember Buyck seconded the foregoing resolution and the following vote was recorded:
AYES: Evenson, Collins, Olson, Buyck, Schreck. NAYES: None. Thereupon the Mayor declared
Resolution 2021-05 duly passed and adopted.

Wolfington asked for an update on the capital projects going on at the hospital. Enderson said the
projects came in cheaper than expected. The boilers and sprinkler system are complete. The air handlers
are almost complete. He went on to say they don’t plan on asking for any City reimbursement until 2022
as they don’t want to hurt their chances with the PPP Loan. Thompson explained they are looking at a
fourth project with the balance of the money from the City and a grant they applied for to increase the
security at the hospital, and primarily at the emergency room entrance, which will run at about $550,000.
Wolfington asked about the COVID-19 vaccination progress. Thompson said all the staff that wanted the
vaccine will be vaccinated by the end of the week. They have been working with their community health
partners including Countryside Public Health, who have been doing a great job. The 65+ age group is now
being offered the vaccination using the CentraCare model. The Clinic has been calling the high risk
patients and inviting them to come and get the vaccination.

Wolfington introduced new CEDA employee Hillary Tweed. She is the new Economic
Development Specialist. Tweed expressed she is excited to be here and to get started. The Council
welcomed her.

Evenson offered the following resolution:

POLICE OFFICER DECLARATION
(RESOLUTION NO. 2021-06)

WHEREAS, the policy of the State of Minnesota as declared in Minnesota Statutes 353.63 is to
give special consideration to employees who perform hazardous work and devote their time and skills to
protecting the property and personal safety of others; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes Section 353.64 permits governmental subdivisions to request
coverage in the Public Employees Police and Fire plan for eligible employees of police departments
whose position duties meet the requirements stated therein and listed below.

BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Benson hereby declares that the position
titled Part-Time Police Officer, currently held by James Faulkner meets all of the following Police and
Fire membership requirements:

L. Said position requires a license by the Minnesota peace officer standards and training board
under sections 626.84 to 626.863 and this employee is so licensed;
Said position’s primary (over 50%) duty is to enforce the general criminal laws of the state;
Said position charges this employee with the prevention and detection of crime;
Said position gives this employee the full power of arrest, and
Said position is assigned to a designated police or sheriff’s department.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this governing body hereby requests that the above-named
employee be accepted as a member of the Public Employees Police and Fire Plan effective the date of this
employee’s initial Police and Fire salary deduction by the governmental subdivision.
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Councilmember Schreck seconded the foregoing resolution and the following vote was recorded:
AYES: Evenson, Collins, Olson, Buyck, Schreck. NAYES: None. Thereupon the Mayor declared
Resolution 2021-06 duly passed and adopted.

Pederson approached the Council and reviewed the 2020 Pay Equity Implementation Report. He
said every three years we are required to complete this report. We use the state job match for comparison.
It was moved by Evenson, seconded by Schreck and carried unanimously to approve the 2020 pay Equity
Implementation Report.

It was moved by Olson, seconded by Schreck and carried unanimously to approve the pay request
from Buttweiler’s Do-All for the roof repairs to the power plant in the amount of $104,634.64.

It was moved by Evenson, seconded by Schreck and carried unanimously to approve pay request
#6 from Kalcon, Inc. for work on the airport arrival/departure building in the amount of $55,250.10.

It was moved by Schreck, seconded by Evenson and carried unanimously to approve the pay
request from TKDA for engineering on the airport arrival/departure building in the amount of $730.00.

Wolfington presented an agreement with Flaherty and Hood for legislative services for the 2021
year. He stated they have watched over the activity of the legislature regarding the Xcel allocations for the
past three years. This is the last and final year of these payments. He said other entities are lobbying that
fund for several million dollars and feels it might be a good idea to engage Flaherty and Hood one last
year. After discussion it was moved by Evenson, seconded by Schreck and carried unanimously to
approve the agreement with Flaherty and Hood for services in 20201 not to exceed $15,000.00.

Next Wolfington presented a pay request from VCI Environmental for asbestos removal in the
power plant. It was moved by Olson, seconded by Buyck and carried unanimously to approve the pay
request from VCI Environmental in the amount of $44,760.00 upon receipt of the manifest of proper
asbestos material disposal.

Pederson approached the Council. He reminded them the City is to receive two annual payments
from Xcel in lieu of property taxes that was negotiated in the purchase of the property by the City. This
total is $815,920.95 each. The City’s share is $465,460.22, which we used to buy down the property taxes
payable in 2021. The balance equals what Swift County and School District 777 would have received. He
went on to say we have received this payment, and the money is in the EDA account. He said if the
Council chooses to allocate the County & School’s share it would come to $205,522.65 for Swift County
and $144,938.08 for the School District, for a total of $350,460.73. He said the Council can see this in the
EDA budget being presented tonight. After discussion, it was moved by Evenson, seconded by Olson and
carried unanimously to approve paying Swift County and School District #777 the amounts as discussed.

Councilmember Schreck offered the following resolution:

RESOLUTION TRANSFERRING $80,000 FROM
THE LIQUOR FUND TO THE GENERAL FUND
(RESOLUTION NO, 2021-07)

WHEREAS, the City of Benson owns and operates a Municipal Liquor Store, and

WHEREAS, the City Council has budgeted to transfer $80,000 from the Liquor fund to the
General Fund for calendar year 2020.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council authorized the transfer of
$80,000 from the Liquor Fund to the General Fund.



Councilmember Evenson seconded the foregoing resolution and the following vote was recorded:
AYES: Evenson, Collins, Olson, Buyck, Schreck. NAYES: None. Thereupon the Mayor declared
Resolution 2021-07 duly passed and adopted.

Pederson presented the 2021 budgets to the Council. It was moved by Evenson, seconded by
Schreck and carried unanimously to approve the following departmental budgets for 2021:

AYES: Evenson, Olson, Collins. NAYES: Buyck, Schreck. The motion passed.

There being no further business to come before the Council a motion was made by Evenson
seconded by Schreck and carried unanimously to adjourn the Council meeting at 6:10 p.m.

Members Absent: Sue Fitz.

Also Present: City Manager Rob Wolfington, Also present telephonically are Phil Cartson from Stantec
and Robert Scott from Flaherty & Hood, Kim Flolo from Dooley’s Petroleum, Randy Dooley, Chris
Rosewell, and Reed Anfinson.

Commission member Evenson called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m.

Wolfington said the meeting today is to review Dooley’s request to expand a gas station/convenience
store/car wash. He discussed the Stantec report presented at the last meeting. Today, the Commission will
need to decided on approval or denial of changing the zoning on the two properties at 612 Church Street
and 1310 Aldrich Ave., deny or approve the Conditional Use Permit (CUP) and deny or approve the site
plan. Carlson reviewed the public hearing from last week. He said the zoning at the two properties is
logical and reasonable to go from R-1, low density residential to B-2 general business as Dooley’s
operates a gas station/convenience store on 2/3 of the block already. He next reviewed the Conditional
Use Permit for the site. He reviewed conditions and findings of facts. He then discussed the site plan
listing discussed conditions and findings of fact.

Wolfington said in order to pass the zoning change, a super majority is needed to pass. He said the CUP
and site plan only need a simple majority. Attorney Scott confirmed Wolfington’s comment. He also
reminded each item needs to be addressed separately. The zoning is similar to changing the zoning in the
comprehensive plan, The conditional use permit, assuming the zoning change takes place, must satisty
any conditions that could possibly negatively impact the surrounding arca and be addressed. Lastly the -
site plan approval must be approved per City ordinance. Scott recommended approval for all three
requests. ‘ '

Wolfington presented the zoning findings of facts as follows:

1) The Land Use Plan designation for the properties in question was amended by the City Council
from Low Density Residential to General Business on November 2, 2020.

2) The B-2 General Business district is the appropriate zoning district for the General Business
designation on the City’s Land Use Plan.

3) The proposed rezoning for these properties follows a pattern of zoning that is common in many
areas of the City where commercial districts are across the street from residential uses.

It was moved by Laycock, seconded by Buyck and carried unanimously to recommend approval to the
Council to change zoning on the properties at 612 Church Street and 1310 Aldrich Avenue from R-1,
Low Density Residential, to B-2 General Business.

Next was discussion on the CUP. The following conditions and findings of facts were presented:

1) The Conditional Use permit is approved only if the property is rezoned to B-2 General Business.

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The site plan will provide a 10-ft setback to the side yard along Aldrich Avenue and for the south
half of the west side along 14th Street South as illustrated on the Recommended Site Plan in the
Stantec report of 11-16-2020. The setback will be free of structures and be landscaped as
described in these conditions.

The trash enclosure structure will be moved to the north and east to stay inside the required 10-ft
side yard setbacks.

The existing driveway access on the west side of the site to 14th Street South will be closed and
filled in with ground cover, curb, and gutter to match the existing boulevard, and landscaped as
recommended in these conditions of approval,

The existing driveway access on the east side of the north edge of the site onto US Highway 12
will be removed and restored to match the treatment of paving and sidewalk in that part of the
site.

The ex1stmg driveway on the west side of the north edge of the site onto US Highway 12 will
remain and be limited to 40 ft wide.

Two driveway access points on the east side of the site onto MN Highway 29 will remain and be
moved and rebuilt as indicated on the Recommended Site Plan — the northern one 32 ft wide, the
southern one 40 ft wide, with the streetscape restored to match the treatment of paving and
sidewalk in that part of the site.

Landscaping will be provided on the west and south sides of the site as illustrated on the
Recommended Site Plan in the Stantec report of 11-16-2020 consisting of eight overstory trees,
four on each side of the site, and shrubs or ornamentals to provide substantial screening to a
height of 3 to 4 feet at maturity in order to screen headlights and activity on site. Landscape plans
will be submitted with the building permit application, to be reviewed and approved by the City
Planner and City Engineer.

The existing pylon signs in the northwest and. northeast corners of the site may remain and the
sign faces replaced, but the height and sign area may be not be increased.

10) Signage on the building and gas pump canopies or elsewhere on the site may not exceed 60 sq ft

total, to be verified when a sign permit is applied for at the building permit stage, to be reviewed
and approved by the City Planner.

11) Hours of operation for the car wash will be limited to 5 am-10 pm Monday through Friday and 6

am-10 pm Saturday and Sunday.

12) Issues related to utility connections, stormwater management, and other engineering issues have

not been finalized and will be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer prior to approval of a
building permit.

The existing business on this site is expanding into areas that are across the street from existing
residential uses.

Limiting commercial traffic in residential areas is a reasonable goal. Closing the driveway access
from the site to 14th Street, across the street from existing residential uses will limit some of this
traffic.

Limiting traffic onto the turn lane of US Highway 12 in the northeast corner of the site by
removing the access driveway in that location is reasonable for traffic safety.

Limiting light spillage and glare from commercial uses onto surrounding residential properties is
reasonable. Requiring downcast cutoff type light fixtures that are fully shielded is a reasonable
limitation.

The car wash is noisy. Limiting its hours of operation so that it is not in use during overnight
hours is reasonable. Limiting the hours to 5 am-10 pm Monday through Friday and 6 am-10 pm
Saturday and Sunday is a reasonable condition.

The project as revised according to these conditions meets the criteria for approval of a
Conditional Use Permit in the Benson Zoning Code.

It was then moved by Heinzig, seconded by Mattheisen and carried unanimously to approve the
Conditional Use Permit based on the listed conditions and findings of fact.

Lastly was the site plan for the development of a gas station convenience store and care wash at 1331
Minnesota Avenue. The following was presented:

The Site Plan is recommended for approval only if the property is rezoned to B-2 General
Business and a conditional use permit is approved for the use.

The site plan will provide a 10-ft setback to the side yard along Aldrich Avenue and for
the south half of the west side along 14th Street South as illustrated on the Recommended
Site Plan in the Stantec report of 11-26-2020. The setback will be free of structures and
be landscaped as described in these conditions.

The trash enclosure structure will be moved to the north and east to stay inside the
required 10-ft side yard setbacks.

The existing driveway access on the west side of the site to 14th Street South will be
closed and filled in with ground cover, curb, and gutter to match the existing boulevard,
and landscaped as recommended in these conditions of approval.

The existing driveway access on the east side of the north edge of the site onto US
Highway 12 will be removed and restored to match the treatment of paving and sidewalk
in that part of the site.

The existing driveway on the west side of the north edge of the site onto US Highway 12
will remain and be limited to 40 ft wide. .

2021 Combined PLS Libraries Budget: Budget approved is $12,347 less than 2020.
Total Revenue: $3,498,470 which includes City Funds $1,863,662; County Funds
$1,529,915 + other items (i.e. book sales, fines, gifts, copies). Total Expenses: $3,663,267

2021 Benson Public Library Budget: Budget approved is unchanged from the 2020
budget. Revenue: $160,246; Expenses: $161,146.

Regional Library Basic System Support (RLBSS) Funding Proposed Resolution: The
proposal requests a $3 million per year increase in the annual RLBSS appropriation. The
proposal requests that the formula be based on the population and tax capacity figures
as reported by the Minnesota State Departments of Demography and Revenue
respectively by January 1 of the year in which the grants are awarded. This will enable
regional libraries to prepare budgets based on accurate calculations rather than
estimates. Resolution approved.

Pioneer Library System joins with other regional MN library systems working to have
state level government action on the proposal. The Association of Minnesota Counties
and county commissioners are also asked to support the RLBSS Funding Proposed
Resolution.

2021 Committee Forms: Forms were explained. All board members must be on a committee.
I chose the Policy Committee, which coordinates and reviews policies and makes
recommendations to the board.

Director’s Report: Pioneerland Libraries continue to be open for limited services including
express library services, curbside pickup, computer appointments, virtual programing, take and
make kits, and the adult winter reading program.

(Resolution 2021- )

WHEREAS, the City of Benson is concerned about the economic viability of slum and
blighted area within its corporate limits, and

WHEREAS, the slum and blighted area projects a negative visual image of the
community, and

WHEREAS, the economic, social, physical, and cultural well-being of the City is
adversely affected by the conditions of this slum and blighted area, and

WHEREAS, there exists the opportunity to improve, preserve, and re-develop this slum
and blighted area to the benefit of the community, and

WHEREAS, the following detrimental conditions have been identified which qualify the
area under State law and Community Development Block Grant Program requirements:

1) Public Improvements are in a general state of deterioration; or

2) At least 25% of the buildings are deteriorated or deteriorating, and have at least one
of the following characteristics: Physical deterioration of building or improvement;
Abandonment of property; Chronic high turnover or vacancy rate; Significant
decline in property value or abnormally low property value in relation to other
areas of the community; or Known or suspected environmental contamination.

WHEREAS, of all the parcels within the target area, 81 of them are occupied by
buildings. Of the 84 buildings in the target area, 6 of them are structurally standard, 77
of them are structurally substandard, and 1 are dilapidated.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the following area is designated a “Slum
and Blighted Area”

AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is effective January 1, 2021 between City of Benson, hereinafter called
City, and Countryside Public Health.

WHEREAS, City/County has a Tobacco Ordinance/Tobacco retailor ordinance which requires
yearly, mandatory compliance checks of tobacco retailers in the City/County and

WHEREAS, these mandatory compliance checks are to be conducted in order to ensure that
City/County retail establishments are not selling tobacco products to minors, and

WHEREAS, Countryside Public Health is in the business of providing compliance check services
to Cities and Counties that issue tobacco licenses to retail establishments in their jurisdiction.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration thereof, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. City agrees to retain Countryside Public Health for the purpose of assisting the City
Police Department and/or County Sherift Department with compliance checks.

2. Countryside Public Health will conduct compliance checks and administer all services
necessary to successfully implement the compliance checks program including but not
limited to:

e Recruitment and training of youth compliance checkers.
e Follow-up activities surrounding the compliance checks.

3. The City and/or County will pay Countryside Public Health one Hundred and twenty-five
dollars ($125.00) per retail establishment licensed that sells tobacco products in the
City/County. This one Hundred and twenty-five dollars ($125.00) payment will cover
the compliance check that must be completed at least once yearly for each licensed retail
establishment in the City/County and will cover follow up with the retail establishment
when a sale occurs to a minor during the compliance checks.

4. The one Hundred and twenty-five dollars ($125.00) payment for each retail establishment
will come due after completion of the compliance check in a respective establishment and
under no circumstance shall City/County be required to pay Countryside Public Health
prior to any services rendered.

5. Countryside Public Health agrees to itemize all bills for services sent to City/County.

6. This agreement shall be effective through December 31, 2021.

Dear Mr. Wolfington,

In consideration of the proposed construction timeline, Stantec recommends the City prepurchase some
pieces of equipment prior to construction as COVID-related workshop shutdowns have caused delays in
manufacturing times. Stantec recommends purchasing the following equipment listed in Table 1. Note,
proposals were requested from a minimum of three (3) suppliers for each piece of equipment. The detailed
proposals are available should the City request to review. The recommended equipment proposals are
included as an attachment hereto.

Please be aware that the proposed construction must not upgrade or enhance the treatment process at the
facility in order to qualify as maintenance and circumvent the need for MPCA review. Therefore, Stantec’s
design strives to replace equipment in kind with the same manufacturer. The exception to this rationale
would be our recommendation to select Ovivo for the Primary Digester Mixer and Olympus for the Boiler
(which would still not trigger MPCA review).

The existing Primary Digester Mixer is manufactured by Olympus, and while Olympus offers an in-kind
replacement, the company has indicated that it is not willing to inspect the condition of the existing Primary
Digester Cover. The Olympus representative is also not familiar with the current heat jacket in the existing
system and noted that their proposed system would require a design similar to the existing secondary
digesters (new piping and equipment). Ovivo offers a mixer of similar style and capability to that of the
existing mixer, and Ovivo has agreed to inspect the condition of the existing cover and make rehabilitation
recommendations to the City. Stantec considers this service a valuable asset to the City, as the mixer will
influence the operating pressure on the cover, which has operational impacts throughout the Anaerobic
Digestion system. The structural analysis service would cost the City approximately $11,000. Please be
aware that the report provided by Ovivo would only include recommendations. It is beyond the scope of
this project to have Ovivo or Stantec engineer modifications to the Primary Digester Cover.

The existing Boiler is manufacturer by Burnham, while Burnham would be an in-kind replacement, the boiler
is a commercial natural gas boiler which was not designed to burn digester gas. The Olympus model is a
dual fuel boiler, which is designed to burn either natural or digester gas. The recommended boiler should
reduce operation and maintenance costs and boiler downtime.
