Meeting Minutes for Monday, March 11, 2024

The meeting was called to order at 8:00am by Chairman Doscher. Members present were:
Carruth, Doscher, Kjos, and Kowal, Excused: Lindblad

The committee reviewed the minutes from January 8, 2024. Motion to approve by Kowal,
Seconded by Kjos. Yays: 4 Nays: 0, motion passed

Public Comment:

Bosch inquired about the traffic pattern to see if it could be changed back to how it used to be.
He also inquired about having a courtesy car at the airport for pilots to use.

Agenda Items:

Harris provided an update from Bolton & Menk. They are still working on getting supporting
documents to justify a 4,000” runway length. Harris mentioned that Silas Parmar and himself met
with FAA and MnDOT officials in January for a CIP update meeting. During the meeting, the
FAA said that they still did not feel that they had enough information to justify current runway
length. They wanted Bolton and Menk to verify if the ag sprayers really fly with full tanks of
spray and fuel.

Harris provided some additional updates including:

MnDOT changed the antennas for the router to get better wi-fi internet. They also installed a new
antenna at the gas pump to get better internet there. This will hopetully address the issues with
the gas pumps not working properly.

Harris gave an update that the City has addressed many of the hazards noted in the 5010 report.
This included trimming trees and cutting back brush around the airport. The electric crew has
also moved the phone line from the old admin building to the new building so that a phone can
be installed.

An update on solar panels around the airport was given. The business that had initially requested
use of airport property has secured the rights to place solar panels on private property to the
south of the airport and no longer need airport property. This means a loss of $30,000 - $50,000
a year in potential revenue to the airport for a land lease.

Harris noted that City Council passed its updated rate resolution and included an increase in
hangar fees. Fees for the circle hangars and t hangars increased $20/month. While it had
previously been approved to recommend an increase in the rent for a circle hangar, after City
staff looked into the matter more, it was discovered that the rent for the t hangars have not been
increased since first constructed.

At 8:57 am, it was moved by Kjos to adjourn. Seconded by Kowal. Yays: 4 Nays: 0
